0/ 2 dzLJ SThéndosf disedéraging challenge came in August, when the black-
owned, full-service grocery store they would drive 14 miles to patronize closed. The

couple also had to face jaded perspectives from other African-Americans who told the

Andersons that black-owned businesses were inferior to white-owned enterprises and

that the couple's over-arching goal of creating robust black businesses would never

work. And facing them at almost every turn was the insistence from some whites that

the Andersons' experiment was an exercise in racism, a charge they reject. The effort,

particularly in the last three months, generated a great deal of momentum, the

Andersons said. Maggie Anderson received an overwhelming response when she spoke

at Friendship-West Baptist Church in Dallas. She also was the opening speaker at

the lllinois Black Chamber of Commerce meeting in September. A week later, she spoke

at the Congressional Black Caucus' annual convention in Washington, D.C.

Northwestern University's Kellogg Black Alumni Club honored the Andersons in

November. Overall, John Anderson said, about 75 percent of the reaction the couple

received was encouraging. The remainder was critical. "There was a feeling that now

we have really created a vehicle to force ourselves to look into the mirror and address

some of the issues we don't want to talk about," John Anderson said. Most notable

among those issues, he said, was the belief among middle-class blacks that

disassociation from African-American businesses is a sign of success. "We're having

those discussions much more often now," he said. The Andersons T he's a financial

adviser with degrees from Harvard and Northwestern; she's a business consultant who

works from home and has a law degree and MBA from the University of Chicago T said

they came up with the "Empowerment Experiment" to help solve persistent ills

surrounding "underserved communities." They note that African-Americans carry

nearly $850 billion in spending power but that very little of that money circulates

through those "underserved" communities. Most businesses in those neighborhoods

are owned by people of other races who live elsewhere. After their story in
thed / KA Ol 3 2in Maihdd} thedmyd&sbns gained widespread media exposure.
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They were interviewed on CNN, Fox News and CBS Morning News. One of
those who jumped onboard the movement after seeing the CBS segment in
July was Viel Robinson of Greensboro, N.C. "I thought, 'Wow, this is great,’
" said Robinson, adding that she began making a conscious effort to support
more black-owned businesses. "This is something | was already interested in
anyway." She said, however, that she found it "sometimes challenging" to
find black-owned companies that provided goods she needed. "I know that
there's a lot of economic power behind the African-American dollar," she

said. "If more of us thought about doing this, it could create a real spark."

Then and now, the Andersons ask critics to look beyond racist implications. In
March, they changed the name of their project, originally called the "Ebony
Experiment," to "better articulate what's in our heart and what our end game
is," Maggie Anderson said. They contend that robust, black-owned
businesses help restore impoverished African-American neighborhoods,
which yield less crime, more jobs, less drug abuse, stronger families and
better schools. "This is really about African-Americans taking ownership of a
problem," John Anderson said. "It's a way for us to be less reliant on the

government. It's a way for us to create role models. All that stuff."

But it's complicated. First, the Andersons said, it was difficult to find black-
owned businesses that met their standards. Apart from the long drive for
groceries, they purchased gift cards from black-owned gas stations in
Rockford and Phoenix, Ill., so they could then fill up wherever they were. They
drove about 18 miles to a health food store in Chicago's South Shore
neighborhood and a similar distance to a general merchandise store. For
Christmas, they bought their 3- and 4-year-old daughters clothes at a re-sale
boutique and Afro-centric books and DVDs. And in August, Karriem

Beyah closed his grocery store, Farmers Best Market, where the Andersons
had shopped. "That was probably the worst day of the experiment," John

Anderson said, "because he really was trying to do the right thing." They
were able to shop for food at several black-owned outlets until November,
the Andersons said, when difficulties finding fresh produce and meat
prompted them to begin shopping at mainstream grocery stores. Beyah, 47,
is ambivalent about the "Empowerment Experiment." The awareness and
enthusiasm the Andersons created was important, he said. But Beyah added
that his business may have suffered from being highlighted as an enterprise
owned by an African-American. "If you're under the radar, then maybe you
won't get that belief from customers that the other guy's ice is colder than
yours," he said. But, "I'm not giving up." Beyah added, "It's one of those
things that makes you stronger." He plans on opening another store in a few

months.

The Andersons estimated that they spent about 70 percent of their dollars, or
slightly less than $70,000, with black-owned businesses in 2009. This year,
they are pushing the experiment into what Maggie Anderson called
"movement mode." She will become the face of a national campaign to gain
commitments from many African-Americans to support black-owned
businesses and forward their spending records to researchers who will gauge
the impact and extrapolate what it would mean on a larger scale. Maggie
Anderson is planning to hit the speaking circuit, and the couple will write a
book. For inspiration, they may recall the response she received from the
church in Dallas. "Those people were in tears, standing on their

feet," Maggie Anderson recalled. "To get that kind of reaction really made us
feel like we were doing something for the community, that we were earning
the respect of our community leaders."

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) T When Jan Gow makes her annual pilgrimage from New Zealand to Salt Lake City, it's not to enjoy Utah's ski
resorts, red rock canyons or five national parks. It's for the ribbons of microfilm and endless volumes of maps, cemetery and
property records tucked inside the Family History Library. The library, owned and operated by The Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints since 1894, is visited by some 700,000 people annually and is widely considered the world's largest repository of
genealogy records. It's a favorite destination for "genealogy tourists" T a devoted breed of traveler bent on tracing family trees.
"A woman once asked me to give her four words to explain why she should come to Salt Lake City and not just research it all from
home online," said Gow, 70, of Auckland, who first came here in 1981 and has returned more than 25 times. "I could think of
one: Immediacy," said Gow. "When we're here we can immediately pull out a film, or pull out a book, look at a computer, because

it's all here. There's nowhere else, just nowhere else."

The Family History Library's catalog of resources T free for use by church members and nonmembers alike T includes more than
2 billion names of deceased persons, 2.2 million rolls of microfilm, 300,000 books and 4,500 periodicals. These resources make
the library a "must visit" destination for anyone who does genealogical work, said Jan Alpert, who heads the board of the 10,000-
member National Genealogical Society. In April, NGS held its annual convention here and drew a record attendance of more than
2,600,shesaid.6 / 2y (i QR LJ® po

But it's also far from the only place to go, Alpert said. "In addition to

the National Archives in Washington D.C. and its regional archives across the
United States, there are a number of exceptional genealogical collections
across the country including the Library of Michigan in Lansing," said Alpert.
Also on Alpert's list is the Allen County Public Library of Fort Wayne, Ind.,
where the collection of some 10,000 digital volumes includes extensive
military history records, along with Native American and African American
records. The library markets extensively to historical societies and other
genealogy groups. "We're always featured in the convention and visitors
bureau guide," said Curt Witcher, the library's senior manager of special
collections. "About 90 percent of our patrons are from out of our county."
And visitors tend to return. "People have fun here, and they are successful,"
Witcher said.

That Fort Wayne and Salt Lake City are not exotic destinations isn't
important, said Carla Santos, an assistant professor of tourism at the
University of lllinois at Urbana-Champaign, whose study of genealogy
tourists at the Allen County library was published in the Journal of Travel
Research. The study found genealogy tourists considered travel destinations
secondary to their trip's goal of collecting information. "What that tells us is
that genealogy tourism is not area-specific," said Santos. "So technically
then, every community has something to offer because everyone has a
family story that connects them to somewhere." Many communities and
some countries have recognized the genealogy draw. Tourism bureaus in
England, Ireland and Scotland, for example, all credit genealogy research

opportunities as being important stimuli for international travel, Santos said.

Back in Salt Lake City, Richard Williams, who manages the Plaza Hotel, said
genealogy tourists have been a focus of marketing efforts since the 1980s.
Hotel representatives attend at least six genealogy conferences each year. At
least a half-dozen genealogy tour groups return to Salt Lake City annually, he
said. Gow leads a tour to Utah each year for stays of up to three weeks
before heading on to the United Kingdom. This year, the trip cost each
traveler about $8,000, she said. "I can tell you that genealogy is a quarter of
our business, maybe more," said Williams, whose 150-room property is
close to the downtown library. "The down economy has hit us a little bit,
but our genealogy business has been steady. Some of the groups were

not as strong in numbers, but they still came."

Interest in genealogy websites is also high. Of an estimated 800 million
Internet users in the U.S. and Europe, roughly 15 percent had visited a
genealogy-related website, according to a 2005 report from
Nielsen/NetRatings found that about 8 percent of those users, or about
56 million, were in the U.S., according to the data. Web hits

to FamilySearch.org and Ancestry.com, two of the largest online
databases, are also climbing. Ancestry's annual report showed a 26
percent increase in subscribers T to 1.2 million T between March 31,
2009 and March 31, 2010. And FamilySearch, an extension of the
Mormon church and its library, now has more than a million registered
users, with more than 10 million web page hits daily, according to data
from Paul Nauta, spokesman for the Family History Library. "Every time
new content is added online, there is a noticeable spike in online patron
traffic," said Nauta. "Consumers are hungry for records of interest to
their family history." Alpert partly credits the surge in interest to the
recent television shows "Faces of America" on PBS and NBC's "Who Do

with the help of trained genealogists. The NBC show drew about 6.5

million viewers per episode. "These shows are wonderful because they are hitting an
emotional nerve and that's what's getting people excited about family history," said
Alpert, who has been working on her family tree for 30 years and has crisscrossed
the country looking for documents and other clues. "When you know what your
ancestors went through, you have a much greater appreciation perhaps for why you

are the person you are."

Some research can be done online from home, but Gow, who heads the New Zealand
Genealogical Society, said there's no substitute for packing your suitcase and seeking
out your ancestral home. "To walk down the aisle of the church where you know
your family ancestors were married, that's really something special," said Gow, who
has traced her family to the 14th century and claims both Charles Darwin and
William the Conqueror as distant relatives. "To walk through villages and sometimes
you're able to find their homes ... just even to see their headstones in the graveyard

is really something."

LAS VEGASfter a gloomy late 2008 and downright
dismal 2009, Las Vegas appears to be slowly rebounding
from its stupor.

Experts say travel health insurance can

be crucial

Plane tickets, check. Passport, check. Medical evacuation
insurance? It's probably not something most people think

about when packing for a vacation.

But Louise Robbins says she'd probably be bankrupt
without it. The University of Wisconsin library educator
and her husband, Robby, were in southwest China last
summer when Robby slipped and fell backward on a hotel
walkway made of the region's famed red marble. Their
regular health insurance covered many expenses, but not
flying him home on a jet specially equipped for
transporting critically ill patients and medical equipment.
The cost exceeded $100,000.

"We would have been lost" if not for the medical

evacuation insurance, Louise Robbins said.

With summer vacation season approaching, experts say
there are several ways international travelers can protect
themselves against medical emergencies T from
registering in advance with the State Department, which
can help locate doctors abroad and arrange emergency
medical flights, to buying supplemental insurance or

stand-alone medical evacuation policies.

Thousands of American travelers each year are flown
home with medical assistance because of health
emergencies. Car accidents and heart attacks are among

the most common reasons.

"Americans have the concept that when they travel, their
health insurance travels with them," said Dan McGinnity,
vice president for North America for Travel Guard, which

sells travel insurance.

But most regular health insurance plans don't cover costly
evacuations. And finding that out after an emergency can
be catastrophic. A 21-year-old California woman died last
year after her insurance company initially said its
emergency coverage wouldn't pay to fly her home from
China when she developed a blood disorder, according to
her family's lawsuit. The suit, claiming wrongful death and
breach of contract, says the company relented too late.
Anthem Blue Cross, the insurer, disputes the claims.
Travelers should check their policies to see what kind of
expenses are covered, said Susan Pisano of America's
Health Insurance Plans, a trade association. Most will pay
for emergency care outside the United States T but for
leisure travelers that often doesn't include medical
evacuation. "Just make sure you know very clearly" what

your policy says, she advised.



The federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
recommends considering supplemental health insurance,
including medical evacuation, if your existing policy is
lacking. According to the U.S. Travel Insurance
Association, another trade group, Americans increasingly
have been buying travel insurance; more than $1 billion
was spent in 2008. Most covered things like unexpected
trip cancellations T disruptions caused by the erupting
Iceland volcano have prompted a flurry of recent
business. But growth also has been strong in policies
covering medical emergencies and evacuation, the group
says. Short-term policies typically cost about 4 percent to
8 percent of the total per-person trip price. At Stevens
Point, Wis.-based Travel Guard, coverage for a $2,000 trip
would be about $120. The travel insurance trade group
has a list of member companies on its website, where it
also offers tips. The State Department's website also has a
link to medical evacuation companies. Louise and Robby
Robbins, longtime travelers, had paid about $250 for a
supplemental insurance policy before their China trip.
Robby, a 79-year-old retired college professor, slipped on
the rain-slicked marble tile in China on July 21. His head
hit the ground, but he got up and seemed OK, so they
boarded a tour bus heading into the mountains. Robby
quickly became ill, vomiting and complaining of sinus-like

pain. No one knew yet that his brain was bleeding.

The nightmare that followed included a trip down the
mountain in a makeshift van-ambulance to a hospital
where no one spoke English. Doctors drilled holes into
Robby's skull and removed a huge blood clot. He was
flown by air ambulance to Hong Kong for more surgery;
then back to the United States. The supplemental
insurance ended up covering Robby's multi-leg trip home,
including arranging for several flights with medical

experts on board. Robby never recovered, however, and

died Dec. 9. Lynda Bruner's medical emergency last

from Bel Air, M.D., fell ill with what she thought was heat
exhaustion on the last day of a Dominican Republic
vacation with friends to celebrate milestone birthdays,
including her 60th.

Soon she developed breathing problems and went into
cardiac arrest. Doctors revived her, but she remained in a
coma for three days. Bruner awoke at a hospital in
Florida, where she had arrived via a medical flight
arranged by Medex, the same company that handled
Robby Robbins' flights. The company arranged for
Bruner's flight with a nurse to Maryland and helped her
husband, who doesn't speak Spanish, deal with
Dominican doctors. The expenses totaled more than
$15,000, but were covered by health insurance her
employer provides T a benefit she didn't know about in
advance. Bruner had also bought extra travelers'
insurance. U.S. doctors found and removed a tongue cyst
they thought might have contributed to the breathing

problems, and Bruner is doing fine.

"Once they saw my experience, everybody says they will
not go out of the U.S. again without" traveler's health
insurance, Bruner said. Even if you never need it, she said,

"just that sense of security" is worth it.
